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Well, it's certainly uncomfortable after a certain point to be too intimate both
mentally and physically. And so we've always been good about date night, I

would say. And so we always continued that throughout the pregnancy.

There are many ways to be intimate during pregnancy if intercourse is not
something that you're interested in. Holding hands, cuddling, all those things

are totally fine.

I think that pregnancy has brought us closer as we start envisioning decision-
making around children. And our values and just reading books together and
deciding what our life is going to look like with the baby has been a cool

bonding experience for Megan and me.
